Prior to making a connection, read and follow the full instruction sheets IPP, IPX,
IPRLBR and the special instructions below.

1. Insert stud into mold as far as it will go (Figure 1). There will be an 1/8" [3 mm]
gap from the end of the weld cavity.

2. Fit mold to rail so pin is on the neutral axis of rail (Figure 2).
3.  Check that mold face fits snug against rail.

4. Use clamp or quick grip to tighten mold to rail. Weld pin to rail at neutral axis, do
not overtighten.

5. Follow standard welding procedures.
